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2011 SEASON COMPETITION RULES

These competition rules should be read in conjunction with the Collegiate Soccer League (CSL) Rules & Regulations of which incorporates elements of competition rules from the Football Federation South Australia (FFSA), the Football Federation Australia (FFA) National Regulations and the Federation Internationale de Football Association (FIFA) Laws of the Game.

1.
COLLEGIATE CUP COMPETITION ADMINISTRATOR

The CSL Executive Committee will appoint a Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator responsible for all matters relating to the Collegiate Cup competition.

2.
ENTRY INTO COLLEGIATE CUP COMPETITION

2.1
Only CSL member clubs will be permitted to field teams in the Collegiate Cup competition.

2.2
The CSL Executive Committee reserves the right to limit the number of teams any particular 

CSL member club may field, yet each CSL member club must be represented and submit at least one team.

3.
COLLEGIATE CUP COMPETITION DRAW

3.1
Each round draw shall take place via random selection* as chosen by the Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator in the presence of the CSL Executive Committee. 

*The team names of participating CSL member clubs shall be placed in a “hat” for each round draw.

3.2
CSL member clubs fielding more than one team in the Collegiate Cup competition will not be able to be drawn against one another (in such an event the team name drawn is placed back into the “hat” and redrawn) until such point in the round draw process whereby this rule can no longer be possible due to the number of teams remaining.

The fixtures for 2011 shall be:

ROUND 1  
60 teams* – Division 1A, Division 1B, Division 2A, Division 2B, Division 3 and Division 4 teams.

*BYES automatically assigned to:

Windsor Gardens

2010 Collegiate Cup Champions

Mercedes (1A)

2010 Collegiate Cup Runners-Up

Pembroke (1A)

2010 Division 1A Champions

Sacred Heart (1A)

3rd  placed Division 1A team (next highest placed team after Pembroke and Mercedes)


28 winning teams progress to Round 2.

ROUND 2
32 teams – 28 winning teams from Round 1 plus Windsor Gardens, Mercedes, Pembroke and Sacred Heart.

16 winning teams progress to Round 3.

ROUND 3
16 teams – winners from Round 2.


8 winning teams progress to Quarter Finals.
QUARTER FINALS
8 teams – winners from Round 3

4 winning teams progress to Semi Finals.

SEMI FINALS
4 teams – winners from Quarter Finals

2 winning teams progress to Final.

FINAL 
2 teams – winners from Semi Finals.

4.
MATCH DAY

Collegiate Cup matches will be played on Saturdays unless indicated otherwise by the Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator.

5.
MATCH VENUE

Collegiate Cup competition matches shall be held at the team for which is drawn first (home team) for each scheduled 

Collegiate Cup rounds.

5.1
Where the said home team is not able to host the match, the opposition team has the first option to host the match.

5.2
Where both teams are unable to host the Collegiate Cup match a neutral venue will be chosen by the 

Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator selected from available venues of CSL member clubs.

5.3
The Semi Finals and Final shall be held at a neutral venue where possible or, unless otherwise notified by the Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator.

6.
MATCH BALLS

The chosen CSL match balls for CSL Championship (League) matches shall be used for all Collegiate Cup competition matches.

7.
KICK-OFF TIMES

The following kick-off times will be applicable for Collegiate Cup competition unless indicated otherwise by the 

Collegiate Cup Competition Administrator:
· 1:00 pm; and
· 3:00 pm
8.
MATCH DURATION

All Collegiate Cup matches shall be of 90 minutes in duration (with injury time added by the appointed referee at his discretion), 45 minutes each way with a 10 minute interval at half time.

In the event of a match being drawn at the end of normal time, 2 periods of extra time (2 x 15 minutes) with a 2 minute interval will be played. 

Should the match still be a draw, penalty kicks from the penalty spot shall be taken as to determine a winner and penalty kicks taken will apply in accordance with the FIFA Laws of the Game.

9.
ELIGIBILITY OF PLAYERS

9.1
All players competing in the Collegiate Cup competition for their respective club teams must be registered before the scheduled Collegiate Cup match.

9.2
Following Round 1 of the Collegiate Cup competition, players competing in subsequent rounds of the 

Collegiate Cup competition can only do so if they are cup tied as per rule 9.3 or have played at least 

3 matches for their CSL club in the CSL League competition.

9.3
Players, once having played in the Collegiate Cup competition shall be cup tied to that team and cannot play for teams of a lesser standard fielded by their club in the Collegiate Cup competition, i.e. a player in the club’s highest standard fielded team in the Collegiate Cup competition cannot play for a lower standard fielded team of that club, for example a player competing in the club’s Division 1A CSL League team in the Collegiate Cup competition cannot then play in the club’s Division 1B CSL League team in the Collegiate Cup competition.

However, players playing for the club’s lower standard fielded team in the Collegiate Cup competition can play in the club’s higher standard fielded team in the Collegiate Cup competition, i.e. a player competing in the club’s Division 1B CSL League team fielded in the Collegiate Cup competition can play for the club’s Division 1A CSL League team fielded in the Collegiate Cup competition.
9.3.1
Exception to rule 9.3 will only be permitted for goalkeepers who will be eligible to play across teams without being cup tied. This exception however only applies to a goalkeeper’s capacity to play in goals and not as an on-field player for which rule 9.3 would otherwise apply. 
9.4
No player shall be permitted to play for more than one club in the Collegiate Cup competition in any one season.

9.5
A player named as a substitute on the team sheet shall be deemed to be a player taking part in the match and shall be cup tied to that team. 

10.
SUBSTITUTION OF PLAYERS

There shall not be more than 4 players permitted to be substituted during any stage of the match.

11.
PLAYER SUSPENSIONS

A player who receives 2 yellow cards during a match in the Collegiate Cup competition shall be suspended for 

1 match in their next CSL scheduled match – whether Cup or League in that season.

A player who receives a red card during a match in the Collegiate Cup competition shall be suspended for a minimum of 

1 match in their next CSL scheduled match – whether Cup or League in that season. 

Red card offences may result in a suspension greater than the minimum 1 match suspension dependant of the severity of the offence as determined by the CSL Disciplinary Committee upon review.

12.
REFEREE AND MATCH OFFICIAL FEES

The FFSA shall, to the best of its endeavours, appoint referees for all Collegiate Cup matches. 

Assistant referees may be appointed by the FFSA upon the competing clubs’ mutual request.

Both the home team and visiting team shall each cover half of all related match officials fees, with exclusion of the 
Collegiate Cup Semi Finals and Final of which will be covered by the CSL Executive Committee. 

Match official fees shall be as set by the FFSA at the commencement of the CSL season.

13.
NOTIFICATION OF RESULTS

Results shall be communicated by the home team to the designated person as chosen by the CSL Executive Committee.

Failure to notify the said chosen person will result in the CSL Executive Committee issuing a fine to the home team.

14.
FORFEIT
Team(s) who forfeit a Collegiate Cup match shall be subject to a fine as determined by the CSL Executive Committee.
