	MATCH DAY PROTOCOL FOR FFSA MEN’S AMATEUR - CSL MATCHES
Rationale
The Football Federation SA (FFSA) and Collegiate Soccer League (CSL) are continually seeking to improve the way that the

game is presented in South Australia. With the profile of the sport ever increasing, the FFSA and CSL will work in co-operation with the FFSA Men’s Amateur CSL clubs to implement a standard match day protocol that will assist to increase the professionalism of match day presentation at all FFSA Men’s Amateurs CSL matches.
The match day protocol will aim to make the local games more attractive to supporters and ensure that all FFSA Men’s Amateur CSL clubs are presenting games to a minimum standard. 
As the FFSA Men's Amateur CSL competition is regarded as the highest amateur level of football in metropolitan Adelaide, the FFSA, CSL and participating clubs must ensure that FFSA Men's Amateur CSL matches are presented in a manner that is reflective of this standard.

Minimum Requirements – Match Day & Post Match Day
Home Club
1.     The home club is to ensure that all dressing rooms - where provided - are clean and tidy.
2.     The home club is to ensure that they inspect the field of play, technical area  and spectator areas - where provided,
        ensuring that there are no safety issues and that all areas are free of debris.
3.     The home club delegate will complete all relevant fields of the match sheet for the scheduled FFSA Men's Amateur CSL 

        match.

3.     The home club delegate will provide the appointed Match Official with their completed match sheet within (10) minutes of 
         the scheduled kick-off time.

4.     The home club is encouraged to provide supporter areas at their ground for both home and away supporters - preferably 

        opposite one another of the field of play.         

        These areas will prohibit smoking.  The consumption of alcohol is required to be managed in accordance with Clubs SA 
        guidelines for responsible alcohol consumption. Clubs are also encouraged to provide family friendly areas where alcohol 

        consumption is prohibited.
5.     The home club is to ensure that the correct number of Ground Stewards are available and are introduced to the Match 
        Official(s) prior to the commencement of the match. Grounds Stewards are required to undertake the roles and

        responsibilities as outlined in the Ground Stewards Roles and Responsibilities document.
6.     The home club will be responsible for submitting the match result(s) by SMS to the CSL Championship Administrator 

        immediately after the conclusion of the match.  For matches held on Friday nights or any other day except for Saturdays - 

        within 30 minutes of completion of the match.  For matches held on Saturdays by 5.30 pm.

7.     The home club is to input all required match details onto the CSL website within 48 hours post completion of the match.

Away Club
1.     The away club delegate will provide the appointed Match Official with their completed match sheet within (10) minutes of 

         the scheduled kick-off time.

2.     The away club is to ensure that the correct number of Ground Stewards are available and are introduced to the Match 
        Official(s) prior to the commencement of the match. Grounds Stewards are required to undertake the roles and

        responsibilities as outlined in the Ground Steward's Roles and Responsibilities document.
3.     The away club is to leave the change rooms - if provided, field of play and surrounding field of play area neat and tidy. All 
        rubbish must be removed from the change rooms - if provided, field of play and surrounding field of play area.
Both Clubs
1.     Prior to the commencement (kick-off) of FFSA Men's Amateur CSL Division 1A and Division 2A Championship matches the 

        Match Official will blow their whistle to request that the competing teams line up on the field of play (i.e. across the centre 
        circle and parallel to the touch line) facing the home club supporters.
        The away team will stand to the right of the Match Official(s) and the home team will stand to the left of the 
        Match Official(s).
2.     Once the teams have lined up, the Match Official will gesture to the away team to move past the Match Official(s) and 
        shake hands with both the Match Official(s) and the home team. 

        The home team will then move past the Match Official(s) and shake hands.
3.      Once teams have shook hands, the teams will disperse with exception of the two captains who will remain with the Match 
         Official(s) for the coin toss.
4.      At the conclusion of all FFSA Men's Amateur CSL matches, coaches, Ground Stewards, players from both home and away 
         teams as well as club dignitaries from both clubs will shake hands amongst themselves inclusive of the Match Official(s).

5.     Post conclusion of the match, each club must ensure that the match sheet is completed in its entirety in consultation with 

        the Match Official(s) and they retain their respective copies.  The Match Official is to retain the white copy of both the 
        home and away match sheets and forward this to the CSL : PO Box 3493  Rundle Mall SA 5000 within 48 hours of 

        completion of the match.
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
